Turn right to walk up a side road and turn right again the end of the road. Immediately to your right
will be a white double door with a neonsign "Youngs" above it. Enter, go down a ramp and you'll
come to a bar, where you can ask for The Beskydy Dancers. They'll direct you to our hall.
